


Hankyeol Yoon, conductor

Conductor, pianist and composer Hankyeol Yoon was born on 19.03.1994 in Daegu, South
Korea. As a conductor, he worked as a musical assistant at the Heidenheim Opera Festival
2015 and 2017, at the Staatstheater Nirnberg 2017/18 under Prof. Marcus Bosch, and at the
new opening production of season 2018/19 at the Grand Théatre de Genéve under Prof.
Georg Fritzsch. He is a scholarship holder of the Dirigentenforum. From the season 2019/2020
he is working as the 2. Kapellmeister at the Landestheater Mecklenburg in
Neustrelitz/Neubrandenburg.

In concerts and orchestral rehearsals, Hankyeol Yoon worked lately with the Miinchner
Symphoniker, the Nirnberger Symphoniker, the Staatsphilharmonie Niirnberg, the
Stuttgarter Philharmoniker, the Minchener Kammerorchester, the Georgisches
Kammerorchester Ingolstadt, the Philharmonie Bad Reichenhall, the Vogtland Philharmonie
Greiz, the Staatsorchester Dessau, Gstaad Festival Orchestra and Danubia Orchestra Obuda
in Budapest. In January 2019 he was awarded the 3rd prize of "CAMPUS Dirigieren 18/19",
the former German Conducting Competition. In August he attended Gstaad Menuhin Festival
& Academy as one of 11 conductors out of 250 applications and won Neeme Jarvi Prize(1.
Prize of Conducting Competition). He will conduct Basel Symphony Orchestra and Bern
Symphony Orchestra as the winner of the conducting competition of Gstaad Menuhin Festival.

Hankyeol Yoon is from November 2019 one of the two commissioned composers of the Peter
E6tvos Foundation in Budapest. His future compositions will be premiered in the next two
years under the 'Mentoring Program' by Peter EGtvos.

His previous compositions have already been awarded in several international competitions,
for example with 2nd place at Concours de Geneve 2015, 3rd place, Audience Award and
Menuhin Prize at Concours de Geneve 2017, 3rd prize at Glnter Bialas Competition and 2nd
Prize at Vareler Composition Competition 2016. Most recently, Hankyeol Yoon was finalist
and is placed at second in the Tonali Composition Competition 2018/19 in Hamburg. He was
recently followed by several composition commissions from Dresden, Hamburg, Geneva,
Munich and Turin.

He studied composition with Prof. Isabel Mundry (2011-2017) and piano with Prof. Yuka
Imamine (2013-2016) at the University of Music and Performing Arts Munich. Since 2014 he
has been studying orchestral conducting with Prof. Marcus Bosch, Prof. Georg Fritzsch and
Prof. Alexander Liebreich.
